Project team members – provide relevant information regarding the background and capabilities of the applicant that would allow the Foundation to judge the ability of the applicant to achieve the objectives outlined in the proposal.

Project partnerships – identify any support from third parties on the budget summary form; also list each collaborator and whether the support is in-kind, financial, or both.
Applications should be no longer than six pages, and must be received in the Foundation’s office by the close of the business day on July 2, 2012.  Since the Foundation is organized as a 501c3 public charity, none of the funds awarded can be utilized for political or advocacy purposes.
